RULESAND REGULATIONS
1. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specification of the current USEF
Rule Book will be conducted and judged in accordance therewith.
2. Exhibitors must be in proper riding attire and wear protective headgear.
3. Hunter classes to be judged on soundness and performance. Any additional specification will
be noted. Trophy and eight ribbons awarded in every class, unless otherwise noted.
4. Hunter coursesinclude: gates, brush, walls, oxers, in and out, coops rails or any combination
there of. 5. Jumper coursesinclude: post and rail, gates, oxers, walls, panels, coops or any
combination there of.
6. Hunter champions will be awarded in accordance with USEF rule HU138 & HU139. All other
champions awarded as specified.
7. Stabling available on afirst come, first serve basis Stall provided under permanent roof and are
10'x10’ vinyl with doors. Stall Fee: Day stall $40; Overnight $65.
8. Ring dimensions and footing: Hunter ring 140" x 250’, Sand ring 150’ x 300’, Indoor ring 114’
x 195'. Footing in al ringsis sand/stone dust mix.
9. If jumping orders are to be used, the horses names will be drawn individually starting with the
first position then working down. Orders will be announced and posted one hour before the class.
A dotted line may be instituted to limit the size of opening circlesif entries require.
10. The Management reserves the right to cancel, combine or split any class if entries warrant or
the rules of the USEF require it and to limit the number of entries accepted, which will be done
on afirst come first serve basis. Post entries will be accepted if time allows.
11. Every animal entered for competition or on the show grounds shall be under the control of the
horse show committee. Old Salem Farm and/or its employees shall not be liable or responsible
for any loss or damage to any animal, person or property, which may occur for any reason during
the show and it shall be a condition of entry that each exhibitor hold Old Salem Farm, its owners,
agents, employees and the USEF blameless for any accident or loss which may occur.
12. A fine of $50.00 plus collection fees will be assessed for al non-negotiable checks. Foreign
competitors are required to pay in US funds to avoid discount charges.
13. No dogs or other pets alowed on the grounds unless |eashed and under control.
14. Horse measurements to be done by Fairfield Equine by appointment. 24 Hour notice requeste
LIFE, SENIOR ACTIVE, JUNIOR ACTIVE MEMBERS SHALL BE ELIGIBLE TO
PARTICIPATE IN ALL CLASSES AT REGULAR COMPETITIONS, EVENTING

COMPTETITIONS AT THE ADVANCED LEVEL, DRESSAGE, REINING AND VAULTING
COMPETITIONS AND ENDURANCE RIDES PROVIDED THE RESPECTIVE
BREED/DISCIPLINE DUES OR BRIDEE/DISCIPLINE CATEGORY FEE HAS BEEN PAID.
A NON-MEMBER MAY PARTICIPATE AS A HANDLER, RIDER, DRIVER, OWNER,
LESSEE, AGENT, COACH OR TRAINER AT REGULAR MEMBER COMPETITIONS,
EVENTING COMPETITIONS, DRESSAGE COMPETITIONS, REINING COMPETITIONS
AND COMBINED DRIVING COMPETITIONS UPON PAYMENT OF A $30 NON MEMBER
REGISTRATION FEE PARTICIPANTS IN THE FOLLOWING CLASSES ARE EXEMPT
FROM THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS RULE: 1. LEADLINE; 2. EXHIBITIONS; 3.
GAMES AND RACES 4. CLASSES FOR 4-H MEMBERS AND 5. WALK TROT AND
ACADEMY CLASSES (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesion
program); 6. USDF INTRODUCTORY LEVEL TESTS, PAS DE DEUX AND QUADRILLE
CLASSES, 7. NRHA ENDORSED REINING COMPETITIONS. ALSO EXEMPT FROM THIS
REQUIREMENT ARE CITIZENS OF OTHER NATIONSWHO HAVE PROOF IN ENGLISH,
OF CURRENT MEMBERSHIP IN GOOD STANDING OF THEIR OWN NATIONAL
FEDERATION, AND 8. USEA BEGINNER NOVICE DIVISION; AND 9. ASSISTANT
HANDLERSIN DRESSAGE SPORT HORSE BREEDING CLASSES.
